Objective


This course is designed to review the current legal and regulatory issues that impact record keeping in the contemporary practice of dentistry. Topics will include documentation in written or electronic format for patient records, consents, and treatment agreements. Patient instructions, communications, recare, and incident documentation will be discussed.


All regulatory aspects of employee training will be addressed, including OSHA, blood-borne pathogens, personal protective equipment, waste disposal protocols, safety and emergency action plans, records management, and environmental concerns. In addition, employee management practices, terms of employment, mandatory employee education, rules and benefits of employment, HIPAA, and FURPA employee protection regulations will be reviewed. 

Outcomes
At the conclusion of this course, the participant will have resources to accurately conduct thorough documentation regarding all phases of patient interaction, documentation of employee training, and management of employee records as required by federal and state regulation. Participants will experience case scenarios to improve their office documentation related to patient and employee issues.
